Day 1 

Queen Alia Airport – Amman  

Upon your arrival to Queen Alia International Airport, Al Athar representative will happily 
meet you at immigration for efficient assistance with visa and luggage collection, then 
smooth transfer to your hotel in Amman. Free time to rest and freshen up for dinner.

Day 2 

Amman – Umm Qais (Gadara) – Jerash – Amman 
Embark on unique spiritual experience by visiting Umm Qais (Gadara), overlooking the 
Golan Heights, the Sea of Galilee, the Jordan Valley and Palestine, from there we follow the 
whispers of history to Jerash, the best-preserved Roman city of the Decapolis, discover the 
South Gate, Oval Plaza, Temple of Zeus, and South Theater, stroll through the colonnaded 
streets, marketplaces, and early churches. Interact with local family in Jerash immersing 
yourself in the local culture. Return to Amman for evening prayer and rest. 

Overnight in Amman. 

 Meals: Breakfast and Dinner in hotel. Lunch with local family. 
 Distance/Time : 

Amman – Umm Qais (120 KM –  2 Hours )

Day 3 

Amman City Tour – Desert Castles – Dead Sea 

Tune into the very essence of Jordan by discovering Amman’s historical heart, start by 
panoramic views from Amman Citadel which contains the Temple of Hercules, Umayyad 
Palace, Byzantine Church, explore the Archaeological Museum, then descend to the Roman 
Theatre, have a taste of the local costumes and jewelry in its two museums. from there walk 
through the old markets of Amman & Enjoy delicious local sweets ( Gold Market, Kunafa 
Sweet, Vegetables Market,… ), finally, visit King Abdullah Mosque (Blue Mosque) for 
reflection. 

Drive east to the Desert Castles, Qasr Kharanah (fortress-like castle), Qusair Amra 
(UNESCO-listed bathhouse complex with ancient frescoes), Continue to the Dead Sea 
(lowest point on Earth), experience floating in the therapeutic salty waters, time allocated 
for sunset and reflection on the beauty of Allah’s creation. 

Overnight at the Dead Sea 

 Meals: Breakfast and Dinner in hotels. Lunch in local restaurant.  
 Distance/Time : 

Amman –  Qasr Amra   ( 95 KM –  1:30 Hours)

Day 4 

Dead Sea Leisure – Baptism Site of Jesus – Dead Sea 

Enjoy a free morning for rest or personal reflection, optional morning prayer/meditation by 
the serene Dead Sea shore. Afternoon visit to Bethany (Baptism Site of Jesus, peace be upon 
him) , a peaceful experience appreciating interfaith heritage and local preservation. Return 
to the Dead Sea for evening relaxation.

Day 5  

Dead Sea – Mount Nebo – Madaba – Mujib Valley – Kerak – Petra 

Ascend to Mount Nebo, where Prophet Moses (peace be upon him) viewed the Promised 
Land. See ancient mosaics and reflect on the stories of the prophets. In the nearby La Storia 
Museum feel the history of traditional life of the locals, continue to Madaba, visit the 
Mosaics School, pass by the old market to St. George’s Church to view the famous Mosaic 
Map of the Holy Land. Later and through the fascinating historic King’s Highway ( Mujib 
Valley) reach Kerak to explore its mighty Crusader Castle. Finally, drive to Petra, prepare 
for spiritual and visual marvels. 

Overnight stay in Petra 

 Meals: Breakfast and Dinner in hotel. Lunch in local restaurant. 
 Distance/Time :  

Madaba – Kerak via Kings Highway  ( 90 KM –  2:15 Hours)

Day 6 

Petra Full Exploration – Petra by Night 

Early morning, Uncover the miracles of Petra. Full-day visit to the UNESCO World 
Heritage Site and one of the World Wonders, begin with a short horseback ride, walk through 
the Siq, the narrow gorge leading to the Treasury. Discover tombs, temples, and carvings of 
the Nabateans. Hike to the Monastery (Ad-Deir) for breathtaking views of Wadi Araba. 
Support local Bedouin entrepreneurs with authentic handicraft purchases, then return back 
to your hotel for a short rest and cozy dinner,  after that enjoy the breathtaking experience of 
Petra By Night

Petra – Wadi Rum – Amman 

After breakfast, drive to Wadi Rum (Valley of the Moon), discover the desert landscapes 
that inspired generations of travelers, enjoy an adventurous 4x4 jeep tour with local Bedouin 
drivers. Experience the stunning desert landmarks of El khazali, Sand Dunes and Thamudic 
inscriptions. Drive back to Amman for farewell dinner.

 Meals: Breakfast in hotel. Lunch in Rest house. Dinner in local restaurant.  
 Distance/Time :  

Petra – Wadi Rum  ( 110 KM –  2 Hours) 

Wadi Rum – Amman  ( 320 KM  - 4 Hours)
